EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
CORPORATE PROFILE
GT Urological, LLC (GTU) is a privately held medical device company focused on creating products for the urinary incontinence market. The Company was founded in 2002 and is located at 1313 5th Street Southeast, Minneapolis, MN 55414. The Company’s web site is www.gturological.com.

PRODUCTS

The Company has under development two surgically implantable devices, one for men and one for women, which restore urinary control to sufferers of long-term incontinence. The National Institutes of Health has awarded GTU four grants totaling $1.3 million to date based upon its innovative product research. GTU already has a patented product in the market, the ActiCufTM Compression Pouch, to help men deal with minor leakage problems. 

MARKET

The Company estimates that over 13 million Americans spend more than $2 billion a year on products to manage urinary incontinence. The current market of over $2 billion is expected to grow as life expectancy increases and the overall population increases. Products now in the market to help manage incontinence include adult diapers, absorbent pads, catheter collection systems, and penile clamps. Large competitors such as Kimberly-Clark as well as a number of small manufacturers make these products.  In addition, American Medical Systems manufactures implantable Artificial Urinary Sphincters and urinary slings to treat long-term incontinence.  
PRODUCTS
The Company’s initial product is the unique, patent pending and FDA Registered product, the ActiCuf Compression Pouch. The ActiCuf product combines the best features of two industry-leading male incontinence products- the penile clamp and the absorbent pad. This product was first offered to the public in 2006 with widespread sales efforts starting in mid -2007. GTU plans to continue to grow this business in both international and domestic markets while it finishes its development work on the surgically implantable treatments. The products under development not only restore urinary flow control to users but also last longer and will be easier for the surgeon to implant than competitive products. Estimated market release date for the product intended for males is 2011 and for females 2013. The Company owns three patents covering this technology.

The Company’s management team has over 60 years experience in the design, development and marketing of urological devices. Companies founded by its president, Dr. Gerald Timm, are today’s market leaders in the urological medical device industry.

FUNDING

To date the Company has been funded by Dr. Timm personally and Small Business Innovative Research grants from the National Institutes of Health. The Company is seeking $500,000 from accredited investors to accelerate its product development and rollout of its ActiCuf product.
